These colours have a wonderful creamy consistency,
which allow the artist to create a fantastic range of
textures within a painting. They dry to a vibrant and
glossy finish.

Tip 1:

In this painting I have applied a layer of Yellow Ochre
with a large flat brush to the whole surface to create
a sunny atmosphere. I have intentionally used an
uneven layers of paint to end up with a more
interesting background to the painting. To do this I
loaded a flat brush with lots of colour and then
dipped the brush in water and dragged down more
transparent passages.

The finishing touch

Mediums

System 3D colours are fully intermixable with all
Daler-Rowney Acrylic Mediums (see separate
broadsheet). Impasto Gel Medium Matt and Gloss will
increase the transparency of System 3D colours whilst
retaining their consistency for palette knife and brush
stroke of artwork. Adding Glaze Medium Gloss or
Glaze Medium Matt to System 3D colours will reduce
the viscosity or ‘thickness’ of the colours. The Matt
mediums move the colours to a more egg-shell matt
finish whereas the gloss level rises when Gloss
mediums are used.

Mediums give versatility to acrylic colours and allow
an opportunity to alter the transparency and viscosity
of acrylic colours. Sometimes mediums provide
solutions to problems an artist may be experiencing
in creating a particular effect. Why not seek the
expert help at Daler-Rowney?

Varnishing

A painting finished with System 3D colours is very
durable. There are, however, many small holes and
crevices in the surface of the painting so dirt
entrapment over time is likely. Most of this dirt can
be cleaned off with soapy water (and then rinsed)
but some will remain embedded in the surface of
the painting. It may be prudent, therefore, to
varnish a painting with either Daler-Rowney Acrylic
Soluble Gloss Varnish or Acrylic Soluble Matt Varnish
or a blend of the two, depending on the required
degree of matt finish. Artist Clear Picture Varnish is
an alternative varnish to Acrylic Soluble Varnish, also
available in an aerosol can.

Daler-Rowney Acrylic varnishes and Artist Picture
Varnish are slightly soft and will be less durable than
harder outdoor varnishes, such as Polyurethane
varnish. The choice of varnish, or even whether to
leave the painting unvarnished, should be based on
a consideration of the conditions to which the
painting is exposed and how the painting will be
maintained. Acrylic Soluble Gloss and Matt Varnishes
and Picture Varnish are removable so dirt can be
taken off the surface by removing the varnish. A
Polyurethane varnish is more durable to outdoor
