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SUSSEX ATTRACTION REDUCES ENERGY USE

ONE of the Sussex’s leading garden centre and tourist attraction has gone all white in order to be ‘all right’ when it comes to protecting the environment. 

A whole range of ‘green’ initiatives is being unveiled this week (Thurs 26 Feb) by Paradise Park in Newhaven as a major contribution to reducing energy consumption.
Part of the 'green audit' has entailed painting the entire ceiling with a special  coating to reflect both heat and light. It proves that it’s necessary to go white in order to be green.
Operations director, Gary Middleton, is putting the final low-energy lamp in place which sees a replacement of lamps across the site from standard fluorescent tubes to much more energy-efficient fittings.
Paradise Park invited the Carbon Trust to make an audit of its energy use. The tourist attraction has used this to address many areas where it can save energy and help protect the planet.
Given that the site houses both Planet Earth and Planet Water exhibitions, it is apt that they should look at reducing their carbon footprint.
“Energy saving is what we are all about”, says managing director Jonathan Tate. “Reducing our energy wastage and increasing our efficiency will not only help us through the recession, but also reduces our contribution of carbon dioxide to the atmosphere, thus reducing our contribution to climate change. It’s a win win situation and we believe that everybody should be doing their bit,” he adds.

Others initiatives as part of the greening of the site include water-saving and a move for the garden centre and tourist attraction to recycle all its own packaging be it cardboard, polythene or other plastics. These are baled on site and passed to a recycling company rather than being sent to landfill.
